Most Frequently Asked Questions?
All students who apply for graduation must be enrolled and uav fees

during the semester or summer term in which they expect to complete
degree requirements.

If they do not complete all degree requirements, they must register,
re-apply for graduation for either 1 or 3 hours.

Who is responsible for informing me of semester deadline dates, and
other pertinent information that relates to graduate procedures?

The Graduate School submits calendar deadlines which pertain to masters and
doctoral students to the University Registrar each semester for printing.

It is the responsibility of each graduate student to keep informed of all ,
regulations, procedures, and deadline dates required for graduate studies.

The Graduate catalog, the University Academic Calendar, and the University's
website, are both sources of information for graduate students.

These calendars are printed annually (Fall and Spring, Summer terms). The
SCHEDULE BOOKLETS are provided and distributed by the Office of the Registrar

each semester to your academic departments for information and guidance.

University catalogs are printed every two years and can be accessed by
logging on to the North CarolinaA and T's, University
Registrar's(academic calendar) website:

Where do I file the "Application for Graduation?"

To become a candidate for graduation, a student must submit an application
with the School of Graduate Studies, located in 120 Gibbs Hall by the
designated deadline date which is printed in the University's Academic
Calendar each semester.

LICENSURE PROCESS (SDPI):

Once I complete my program and licensure requirements where
would I apply for state licensure?

After you complete the requirements for the masters degree or "licensure
only/MAT - phase I as prescribed by your academic coordinator, followthe
steps below:

Each licensure student must initiate this process, either by a visit to the
School of Education, 105 Hodgin Hall or feel free to email
dianew@ncat.edu, Mrs. Dian Williams to request a licensure packet which
will outline procedures and include required attachments for the State
Department of Public Instruction.

The SDPIapplication processing fee is $55.00. An official transcript which
reflects degree awarded date or completion of required coursework from
(A&T)must be included with the licensure packet; the University's official
transcript fee is $4.00 per copy. University Registrar, (336) 334-7595.

If J./oudo complete all course requirements and do not complete licensure
requirements, you must withdraw your previous application for
graduation.email mcleodb@ncat.edu.re-apply and submit another
application for graduation, 120 Gibbs Hall by the specified deadline date.
Please confirm this process with your academic advisor - School of
Education prior to the registration period.
